Notes to Consolidated Financial Statement

m OVERVIEW of the Company and its Subsidiary Company. The preparation

Ontrack Systems Limited (OSL), together with its subsidiaries
Ontrack Systems (UK) Ltd. and Ontrack Systems (UAE) Ltd.
is a provider of IT services globally. The Company has an
established line of business in UK and UAE which mainly deals
with computer software development both onsite and offshore.
The Company is headquartered in India.

OSL is founded to provide Information Technology (IT)
solutions, IT consulting, Development services globally,
enhancing competitive advantage of its customers. The
Company also provides both onsite as well as offshore services
in the area of Internet, migration projects, data warehousing,
e-commerce and web-based solutions amongst others.

® The company has started a Joint Venture with
PersonalMedic Limited at UK but due to non-availability of
the accounts, Accounting Standard 27 of ICAI could not be
furnished in consolidated accounts, except investment in
said JV.

® Ontrack Systems Inc., USA is step down subsidiary of
Ontrack Systems (UK) Limited which has not been
completed one year full operations and such consolidated
financial results figures will be considered for the period
ending on 31.03.2005 as stated by management.

BASIS OF PREPARING THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

The accompanying financial statement for the fiscal period
which begins on 1st April 2003 and ends on 31st March,
2004 have been prepared incorporating Accounting Policies
of the parent company under the historical cost convention,
in compliance with Indian Generally Accepted Accounting
Practices (“GAAP”) comprises with mandatory and relevant
Accounting Standards (AS) issued by the Institute of
Chartered Accountants of India (“ICAI”) and in compliance
with the provisions of Companies Act, 1956.

Consolidated Financial Statements does not include inter
companies sales (service charges) and payment of service
charges, inter company debtors, creditors, advance and
investment in paid-up capital. During the year under audit,
Ontrack Systems (UK) Ltd. has invested in its step down
subsidiary at USA a sum of £ 12,479 i.e. INR 9,93,453 as per
audited Balance Sheet of OSL (UK).

At the time of consolidation of Profit & Loss account the
Company has clubbed each group of expenses of subsidiaries
under the same group of expenses of Holding Company
(OSL), except salaries, professional service charges,
remuneration to Directors and Auditors. Mr. B. Hari is
Managing Director of parent company and also Director of
OSL (UK) and has drawn remuneration from both the
Companies.

At the time of consolidation of Balance Sheet the Company
has followed strictly line by line consolidation. The dividend
of subsidiary which has been received by the parent company
during this period but the said subsidiary has shown the same
under Sundry Creditor in the year 2002-03. In case of
provision for taxation of previous year, OSL (UK) has taken
provisions for taxation net of advance tax.

USE OF ESTIMATES

The Consolidated Financial Statements include the accounts

of Consolidated Financial Statements requires Management
to make estimate and assumptions that affect the reported
amounts of assets and liabilities, revenues and expenditure
and disclosure of contingent liabilities. Although these
estimates are based on the Management’s best knowledge of
current events and the actions the Company may undertake
in future, actual result ultimately may differ from the estimates.
